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Mrs. Sanford was appointed by the National Freedmen’s Relief Association in 

November 1863 as a teacher to the freedmen in South Carolina.1  She taught for about 

1 year in Beaufort’s Mission House before being transferred to Hilton Head, South 

Carolina late 1864.  Nothing more is known.
